1 ARRIVAL:  

 

• If you arrive at Vienna International Airport, take the shuttle bus from the airport to the train 

station called “Wien Bahnhof Meidling”. From there trains to Graz leave every hour (duration ~ 

2h30). For further information go to www.oebb.at/en. 

 

• From Graz International Airport (Flughafen Graz Thalerhof), transportation is possible either by 

bus or taxi, both departing directly in front of the terminal, or train: 

 

� If you decide to take a taxi from the airport, the cost is around EUR 20. It takes about 15 

minutes to get to the city center. 

� With public transportation – Tickets (“Hourly Pass”/”Stundenkarte”) can be purchased for 

EUR 2.10 at the little kiosk inside the terminal or when boarding the tram/bus (trams have 

ticket machines whereas on buses tickets are generally bought from the driver directly). 

� To the Graz Central Railway Station (Graz Hauptbahnhof):  

o After walking 5 min. to the railway station “Flughafen Graz-Feldkirchen” (see the map 

below) take the train number 5 (S-bahn 5). After 12 min. you will arrive at “Graz Haupt-

bahnhof”. The ticket for the railway has to be bought prior the boarding on the train. 

o At “Hauptbahnhof” change to bus 63, if you’d like to go directly to the University (Stop 

“Universität”) – 20 min. 

� To “Graz Jakominiplatz” (Main Transit Center for tram and bus lines):  

o Shuttle Bus 630 or 631.

“Schulzentrum St. Peter”). Get off at the bus stop “Uni/Mensa” (marked with a red star on the map 

above) and walk about 3 min. to the entrance on Schubertstraße. 

 

 

3 PUBLIC TRANSPORT 

 
You can purchase hourly passes and 24-hour passes directly on any means of public transport at the 

ticket machine or from the bus driver. Furthermore, tickets are also available at so called “Trafik” 

shops/Kiosks. Tickets must be stamped in a ticket validation machine. (Exceptions apply in some bus-

es where tickets do not need to be stamped anymore. Ask the bus driver when in doubt). They in-

clude the Schlossbergbahn funicular rail-way. 

� Hourly Pass (Stundenkarte): € 2.10  

� 24-hour Pass (24-Stunden-Karte): € 4.80  

� 10-zone Ticket (strip tickets called “10-Zonen-Karte”): € 19.60  

� Weekly pass (Wochenkarte): € 13.40 

� Monthly pass (Monatskarte): € 44.80

Graz is the second-largest city in Austria after Vienna. It is also the capital of the federal state of Styr-

ia. It has a population of around 300,000 inhabitants. 

Graz has a long tradition as a student city: its six universities have more than 44,000 students. Graz's 

"Old Town" is one of the best-preserved city centers in Central Europe. In 1999 it was added to the 

UNESCO list of World Cultural Heritage Sites, which was extended in 2010 by Schloss Eggenberg. Graz 

was sole Cultural Capital of Europe in 2003 and was awarded the title “City of Culinary Delights” in 

2008 as well as the title “City of Design” in 2011.
