Passengers arriving on international flights, get into the floor 0, where the baggage 
reclaim hall is. 
Baggage is reclaimed from the 16 available conveyor belts in two halls. The larger 
one, the EU hall, has 12 baggage-reclaim carousels and 2 carousels for special 
baggage. The non-EU hall has 2 carousels (No 21 and 22) and the customs post.
